The logical format of the Days of Creation in the King James Version Bible.

[Heb 5:6 KJV] 6 As he saith also in another [place], Thou [art] a priest for
ever after the order of Melchisedec. From the beginning in Genesis

The First Days of Creation:

1.

[Deu 11:12 KJV] A land which the LORD thy God careth for: the eyes
of the LORD thy God [are] always upon it, from the beginning of the
year even unto the end of the year.

[Deu 32:42 KJV] | will make mine arrows drunk with blood, and my
sword shall devour flesh; [and that] with the blood of the slain and of
the captives, from the beginning of revenges upon the enemy.

Thus, “revenges upon the enemy,” in Revelation 6:2 & 4,

[2Sa 21:10 KJV] And Rizpah the daughter of Aiah took sackcloth, and
spread it for her upon the rock, from the beginning of harvest until
water dropped upon them out of heaven, and suffered neither the
birds of the air to rest on them by day, nor the beasts of the field by
night.

“from the beginning of harvest,” in Revelation 6:6.

The stem of Jesse:

[1Ki 5:10 KJV] So Hiram gave Solomon cedar trees and fir trees
[according to] all his desire.

[1Ki 9:11 KJV] ([Now] Hiram the king of Tyre had furnished Solomon
with cedar trees and fir trees, and with gold, according to all his
desire,) that then king Solomon gave Hiram twenty cities in the land
of Galilee.

[2Ch 9:10 KJV] And the servants also of Huram, and the servants of
Solomon, which brought gold from Ophir, brought algum trees and
precious stones.



The Second Day of Creation:

1. [Psa 119:160 KJV] Thy word [is] true [from] the beginning: and every
one of thy righteous judgments [endureth] for ever.
With “Psaltery” and “an instrument of ten strings,” in:

1. [Psa 33:2 KJV] Praise the LORD with harp: sing unto him with the
psaltery [and] an instrument of ten strings.

2. [Psa 92:3 KJV] Upon an instrument of ten strings, and upon the
psaltery; upon the harp with a solemn sound.

3. [Psa 144:9 KJV] | will sing a new song unto thee, O God: upon a
psaltery [and] an_instrument of ten strings will | sing praises unto
thee.

2. [Pro 8:23 KJV] | was set up from everlasting, from the beginning, or
ever the earth was.

The Third Day of Creation: “Behold, there came wise men from the east,”
and king Solomon’s gold.

1. [Ecc 3:11 KJV] He hath made every [thing] beautiful in his time: also
he hath set the world in their heart, so that no man can find out the
work that God maketh from the beginning to the end.

The stem of Jesse, Trifecta:

A. [Isa 11:1&2 KJV] And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of
Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots: 2 And the spirit of the
LORD shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the
spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the
LORD;

B. [Exo 31:3 KJV] And | have filled him with the spirit of God, in wisdom,
and in understanding, and in knowledge, and in all manner of
workmanship,

C. [Exo 35:31 KJV] And he hath filled him with the spirit of God, in
wisdom, in understanding, and in knowledge, and in all manner of
workmanship;




FROM THE BEGINNING:

2. [Isa 40:21 KJV] Have ye not known? have ye not heard? hath it not
been told you from the beginning? have ye not understood from the
foundations of the earth?

Deuteronomy 11:2, “from the beginning of the year even unto the end
of the year.”

AND FIRST DAYS:

3. [Isa 41:4 KJV] Who hath wrought and done [it], calling the
generations from the beginning? | the LORD, the first, and with the
last; | [am] he.

4. [Isa 41:26 KJV] Who hath declared from the beginning, that we may
know? and beforetime, that we may say, [He is] righteous? yea,
[there is] none that sheweth, yea, [there is] none that declareth, yea,
[there is] none that heareth your words.

ON THE SECOND DAY:

5. [Isa 46:10 KJV] Declaring the end from the beginning, and from
ancient times [the things] that are not [yet] done, saying, my counsel
shall stand, and | will do all my pleasure:

FOR THE THIRD DAY, of Creation:

2b changed by “great noise” and “fervent heat,” into “the day of the
Lord,” today in 2Peter 3:10. “Not by water only, but by water and blood.”
With Gravity thus, stars, Genesis 1:16, KJV Numeric.

6. [Isa 48:3 KJV] | have declared the former things from the beginning;
and they went forth out of my mouth, and | shewed them; | did [them]
suddenly, and they came to pass.

7. [Isa 48:5 KJV] | have even from the beqginning declared [it] to thee;
before it came to pass | shewed [it] thee: lest thou shouldest say,
Mine idol hath done them, and my graven image, and my molten
image, hath commanded them.




8. [Isa 48:7 KJV] They are created now, and not from the beginning;
even before the day when thou heardest them not; lest thou
shouldest say, Behold, | knew them.

9. [Isa 48:16 KJV] Come ye near unto me, hear ye this; | have not
spoken in secret from the beginning; from the time that it was, there
[am] I: and now the Lord GOD, and his Spirit, hath sent me.

JEREMIAH WITH NINE STRINGS, BEGINS A STORY OF THE HEAVENS
THAT MAY REFLECT THE NINE TIMES, “FIRMAMENT,” APPEARS IN
GENESIS CHAPTER ONE.

[Pro 8:22-25 KJV] 22 The LORD possessed me in the beginning of his
way, before his works of old. 23 | was set up from everlasting, from the
beginning, or ever the earth was. 24 When [there were] no depths, | was
brought forth; when [there were] no fountains abounding with water. 25
Before the mountains were settled, before the hills was | brought forth:

Jeremiah may be not ignorant of the increase between the heavens with

the phrases, “settled” and “brought forth” with “moved lightly?”

[Jer 4:23-31 KJV] 23 | beheld the earth, and, lo, [it was] without form,
and void (re: Genesis 1:2); and the heavens, and they [had] no light. 24 |
beheld the mountains, and, lo, they trembled, and all the hills moved
lightly (re: Proverbs 8:25).

Jer 4:25 | beheld, and, lo, [there was] no man, and all the birds of the
heavens were fled. 26 | beheld, and, lo, the fruitful place [was] a
wilderness, and all the cities thereof were broken down at the presence
of the LORD, [and] by his fierce anger.

[Rev 11:8 KJV] 8 And their dead bodies [shall lie] in the street of the
great city, which spiritually is called Sodom and Egypt, where also
our Lord was crucified. Refer to Genesis 13:10, KJV Numeric.

[Jer 4:27-28 KJV] For thus hath the LORD said, The whole land shall be
desolate; yet will | not make a full end. 28 For this shall the earth mourn,
and the heavens above be black: because | have spoken [it], | have
purposed [it], and will not repent, neither will | turn back from it.

[Rev 6:12 KJV] 12 And | beheld when he had opened the sixth seal, and,
lo, there was a great earthquake; and the sun became black as




sackcloth of hair, and the moon became as blood;

Jer 4:29 The whole city shall flee for the noise of the horsemen and
bowmen; they shall go into thickets, and climb up upon the rocks: every
city [shall be] forsaken, and not a man dwell therein.

Jer 4:30 And [when] thou [art] spoiled, what wilt thou do? Though thou
clothest thyself with crimson, though thou deckest thee with ornaments
of gold, though thou rentest thy face with painting, in vain shalt thou
make thyself fair; [thy] lovers will despise thee, they will seek thy life.
Jer 4:31 For | have heard a voice as of a woman in travail, [and] the
anguish as of her that bringeth forth her first child, the voice of the
daughter of Zion, [that] bewaileth herself, [that] spreadeth her hands,
[saying], Woe [is] me now! for my soul is wearied because of murderers.

10. [Jer 17:12 KJV] A glorious high throne from the beginning [is]
the place of our sanctuary.

THE FOURTH DAY OF CREATION, TODAY, MAY APPEAR IN
REVELATION 6.

[Rev 12:1-2, 5 KJV] 1 And there appeared a great wonder in heaven; a
woman clothed with the sun, and the moon under her feet, and upon her
head a crown of twelve stars: 2 And she being with child cried, travailing in
birth, and pained to be delivered. ... 5 And she brought forth a man child,
who was to rule all nations with a rod of iron: and her child was caught up
unto God, and [to] his throne.

[Rev 19:16 KJV] 16 And he hath on [his] vesture and on his thigh a
name written,

KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.

[Rev 6:9-11 KJV] 9 And when he had opened the fifth seal, | saw under the
altar the souls of them that were slain for :the word of God, and for the
testimony which they held: 10 And they cried w:ith a loud voice, saying,
How long, O Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and avenge our blood
on them that dwell on the earth? 11 And white robes were given unto every
one of them; and it was said unto them, that they should rest yet for a little



season, until their fellowservants also and their brethren, that should be
killed as they [were], should be fulfilled.

THE FIFTH DAY OF CREATION: One day with the Lord as a thousand
years.

[Rev 20:4 KJV] And | saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment
was given unto them: and [l saw] the souls of them that were beheaded for
the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God, and which had not
worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received [his] mark
upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with
Christ a thousand years.

[2Pe 3:8 KJV] But, beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day
[is] with the Lord as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day.

THE SIXTH DAY OF CREATION: A thousand years as one day with the
sixth mention of, “thousand years,” in Revelation chapter twenty.

[Rev 20:7 KJV] And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be
loosed out of his prison,

[Rev 20:11, 15 KJV] 11 And | saw a great white throne, and him that sat on
it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was
found no place for them. ... 15 And whosoever was not found written in the
book of life was cast into the lake of fire.

[Rev 21:1, 27 KJV] 1 And | saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first
heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.
... 27 And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither
[whatsoever] worketh abomination, or [maketh] a lie: but they which are
written in the Lamb's book of life.

[Rev 22:18-21 KJV] 18 For | testify unto every man that heareth the words
of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God
shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book: 19 And if any
man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall
take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and [from]
the things which are written in this book. 20 He which testifieth these things



saith, Surely | come quickly. Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus. 21 The
grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [be] with you all. Amen.
